3. Menu Bar Items

Launcher: contains all the software divided into their categories. Launcher is the counterpart of programs menu in the regular PCs. One of the ways to get there is  

Apple Symbol << Control Panels << Launcher. It is shown on the next page. 






4. Dave: is the network for the Macs. Users must logon to Dave for printing or mapping H drive.  The path for Dave is, Apple Symbol << Dave. 
5. Special: located on the menu bar, its function is to restart or shutdown the computer, In addition to erasing disc or ejecting it. 

6. Help: provides help with solving Macs related problems, In addition there is a choice called Show Balloons, which when checked on shows the Icons names when arrow pointed. 



7. Finder: Tells the users which software applications are currently running. 
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 Software is divided into Categories. 


i.e. Graphic Arts contains all the digital art software applications.
